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Slide Seminar: Head and Neck

Case 1: presented by Alena Skalova

Short Clinical History:

57-y-old woman presented with firm non-movable ill-defined mass in the submandibular region. The submandibular gland was resected and measured 4,5x 2,5x 1,5cm. On cross section, there was a sharply demarcated lesion of white colour and firm consistency. The patient had presented one year earlier to a hematologist with chronic fatigue, anemia, lymphadenopathy and hepatosplenomegaly. Beacuse of a suspicion of lymphoma, the patient underwent diagnostic excision of an inguinal lymph node, with negative results. She was also treated by corticosteroids because of a diagnosis of autoimunne hemolytic anemia and thrombocytopenia, but with no effect. The treatment was interupted after two months. Now, the patient feels ill; she has hypercellular bone marrow with myelodysplasia and increased liver enzymes.
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Case 2: presented by Alena Skalova

Short Clinical History:

A 50-year-old woman presented with painless swelling in the buccal mucosa. The tumor had been present for approximately one year before surgery, according to the patient. The tumor was gradually growing, it was well circumscribed, and it measured 1 cm in diameter. Clinical diagnosis was adenoma of minor salivary glands. No lymph node metastases were present. The patient is well with no recurrent or metastatic disease 4 years after surgery.
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Case 3: presented by Alena Skalova
Short Clinical History:
A 72-yr old woman presented with cervical lymph node metastasis. The specimen was sent in consultation with a preliminary diagnosis of the referring pathologist: “lymph node metastasis of thyroid gland papillary carcinoma“. Staining for TTF-1 and thyroglobulin was, however, repeatedly negative. Two months later, the patient was operated on and the surgical specimen disclosed a tumor of the root of the tongue. The patient is well two years after surgery with no signs of recurrent or metastatic disease.

Short Clinical History:
A 60-year old woman noticed a multinodular palpable resistence in the scar in the right parotid gland region. She had been operated 16 years earlier for pleomorphic adenoma of the right parotid gland.

Short Clinical History:
A 70-year old woman presented a with rapidly growing tumor in her left parotid gland. Grossly, the tumor measured 4x2x2 cm. One cervical lymph node was involved by a metastasis at the same time. The patient died two year later with multiple cervical lymph node metastases.
